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For though believers have at all times experienced the truth of Paul’s declaration,
that “all the promises of God in him are yea and amen,” inasmuch as these
promises were sealed upon their hearts;, yet because he hath in his flesh
completed all the parts of our salvation, this vivid manifestation of realities was
justly entitled to this new and special distinction. Accordingly, Christ says,
“Hereafter ye shall see heaven open, and the angels of God ascending and
descending upon the Son of man.” For though he seems to allude to the ladder
which the Patriarch Jacob saw in vision, he commends the excellence of his
advent in this, that it opened the gate of heaven, and gave us familiar access to it.’
