Missions Philosophy

While this charge was given to the apostles, the Bible records their
implementation of this charge as they proclaimed the gospel and
gathered those God saved into local churches. They believed that
the work of establishing men and women in the gospel of Jesus
Christ would be accomplished in local churches and result in the
establishing and strengthening other local churches. A biblical
philosophy of missions will involve itself in any work with a direct
line to establishing and strengthening men and women in the gospel
and the establishing and strengthening of local churches.
